A Study on the Welfare Needs of and Services for
Those with Autism

Hyun-Oak Kim*

Autism is a developmental disability which is
manifested by a combination of significant dis-
turbances in intellectual, sensory, cognitive, so-
cial, physiological, and emotional functioning
and is distinguished from other related disorders
by impaired or disordered language and commu-
nication, failure to develop appropriate social re-
lationships, ritualistic or compulsive behaviors.
Thus people with autism are more severely han-
dicapped than any who need social services.

In Korea, however, there is a lack of under-
standing of autism on the part of professionals
as well as the public, so there is also a lack of
social services for those with autism except
some special educational services for preschool
and school age autistic children. Furthermore,
there are few legal or institutional grounds for
promoting such services and responsibility is not
assigned to implement them.

The purpose of this study is to discover the
welfare needs of those with autism and of their
families and thereafter to explore social service
measures to assist them. To achieve this pur-

pose, this study reviewed a theoretical back-

ground for the social needs of and services for
those with autism and analyzed the current
service system in Korea and its problems by
studying the literature and interviewing those
concerned with the autistic.

Based on the study results, this study sug-
gested urgent and realistic measures to promote
the following social services for autistic persons
and their families, 1) establishment of an au-
tism service center to be responsible for plan-
ning and implementing a continuum of services
for autistic persons and their families, 2)
institutionalization of a mechanism for preven-
tion and early identification of autism as part of
the government MCH program, 3) establish-
ment of a standard for preschool education cen-
ters to monitor them in terms of teachers’ quali-
fications, staff/student ratio, facilities and
equipment, and education programs, and
institutionalization of a mechanism for their
regular supervision, 4) organization of exclusive
special classes for autistic children with sepa-
rate integrated special classes within the public

school and relaxation of the existing standard

for special schools in order to establish many
small special schoal branches under one special
school body, 5) relaxation of the existing stand-
ard for welfare institutions in order to establish
many small group homes under one welfare in-
stitution body, 6) encouragement of the handi-
capped including autistic persons to be regis-
tered in the Registration System of the Handi-
capped resulting in a basis for identification of

and policy formulation for the handicapped, 7)
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activation of community welfare centers as
focal points for {family support services for the
families of the handicapped including autistic
persons, 8) organization of all autistic persons’
parents’ associations established by region and
institution under the Korean Autistic Persons’
Parents’ Association (KAPPA) to make a joint
effort to secure the rights and interests of autis-

tic persons. .
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
