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Abstract

Social Spending and Economic Growth in OECD Countries

This study project is aimed at contributing to the understanding of trends in social
security expenditures in selected OECD countries, the effect of redistributive policies
on economic growth, and the level of social security spending required for
sustainable growth.

In detail, the study:

- Examines and analyzes changes taken place, and the causes thereof, in pension
schemes, health insurance programs, and social welfare spending;

- Analyzes the correlation between a wide range of indices that have to do with
redistribution(tax rates and social security spending), which change as population
aging proceeds(or with any other changes in social factors), and a range host of
economic indicators concerning unemployment rate, GDP growth rate, domestic
consumption, industrial structure and capital investment;

- Delves into some of the salient features of the link between economic growth
and social expenditure and social redistribution, and come up with
recommendations for redistribution policies that are not only compatible with, but
complementary to the economy's productivity.
