Assistants Responsible for relieving moderator and note—taker of detail work, leaving them free
to concentrate on the discussion, in general, one or two suffice, they are responsible
for arranging refreshments, keeping outsiders from interrupting the meeting, taking
care of any children, distributing incentives, and other small details that arise.

There are survey as quantitative methodology
and participation observation, individual inter-
view as qualitative in research methodology of
social science. As a form of qualitative re-
search, focus group is basically group interview.

Focus group discussion is the explicit use of
the group interaction to produce data and in-
sights that would be less accessible without the
interaction found in a group. Focus group dis-
cussion is best viewed as a complement to other
quantitative and qualitative research techniques
and independently is used as a data collection
method in a research. Focus group discussion is
useful for:

o Orienting oneself to a new field.

o Generating hypotheses research sites or

study populations.
o Evaluating different research sites or study
populations.
o Developing interview schedules and ques-
tionnaires.
o Getting participants’ interpretations of
results from earlier studies.

The ultimate goal of this article introduces
focus group discussion methodology and helps
for researcher to conduct focus group discus-
sion. In historical perspective, focus group dis-
cussion is new part of social science in korea.
Thus this article introduces specific techniques
for planning and executing, processing and
